4.Other business  
 
Clubs encountered a lot of problems over the school holiday break, with many 
kids unavailable over the first and third weekend of the school holidays.  
Clubs to provide a special time request for teams unavailable in July school 
holidays, this may result in two weeks being blacked out in some or all 
competitions, opposed to only one weekend this year (middle week). 
Although, having another week off during the season may be crucial in 
providing enough time to complete the season, and many teams want to play. 
In essence, clubs must request a deferment much early in the season i.e. in 
March when Special Time Requests are submitted, and the draw is being 
scheduled, not the week leading up to the break.  
 
9 v 9 for 12’s in 2017 needs to be raised as soon as possible after the 2016 
season has completed.  
 
Delegate raised ability matching is more important than age, especially in 
girls. However, age guidelines are in place for insurance purposes.  
 
Pagewood G14C’s struggling in regrade to championship. Pagewood were 
given the opportunity to object to the grading, however the issue was not 
raised until the objection time frame had expired.  
 
ESFA are looking to reintroduce the White Knights special needs program. 
This would require a specialist coach, and an amended format of the game. 
All club delegates very enthusiastic about doing whatever it takes.
